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Why Proclaim 

The bible is God’s own word and contains supernatural power 
for your life.

Romans 8:17 And since we are his children, we are his 
heirs. In fact, together with Christ we are heirs of God’s 
glory. But if we are to share his glory, we must also share his 
suffering.  

Romans 8:2  And because you belong to him, the power  

of the life-giving Spirit has freed you from the power of sin 
that leads to death  

Romans 8:11 The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from 
the dead, lives in you. And just as God raised Christ Jesus 
from the dead, he will give life to your mortal bodies by this 
same Spirit living within you.  

Ephesians 2:8  God saved you by his grace when you be-
lieved. And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from God.  

Philippians 4:13 For I can do everything through Christ,  

who gives me strength.  

Deuteronomy 28:13  If you listen to these commands of 
the Lord your God that I am giving you today, and if you 
carefully obey them, the Lord will make you the head and 
not the tail, and you will always be on top and never at the 
bottom.  

Romans 8:31 What shall we say about such wonderful 
things as these? If God is for us, who can ever be against us?  

Romans 8:28 And we know that God causes everything 
to work together for the good of those who love God and are 
called according to his purpose for them.  

Ephesians 2:10 For we are God’s masterpiece. He has 
created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good 
things he planned for us long ago.  

John 14:12  “I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me 
will do the same works I have done, and even greater works, 
because I am going to be with the Father.  

Matthew 28:18-20  Jesus came and told his disciples, “I 
have been given all authority in heaven and on earth. There-
fore, go and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them 
in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 
Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have 
given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to 
the end of the age.” 

Mark 16:17-18  These miraculous signs will accompany 
those who believe: They will cast out demons in my name, 
and they will speak in new languages. They will be able to 
handle snakes with safety, and if they drink anything poi-
sonous, it won’t hurt them.
